It	is	roasted	for	freshness	by	New	Morning	Coffee	Roasters,	a	mid‐sized	coffee	roaster	
located	in	Appleton,	WI.			They	specialize	in	private	label,	blend	matches,	and	specialty	coffees.		
The	owners	have	over	40	years	of	combined	experience	in	roasting	coffees.		They	use	this	ex‐
perience	in	searching	coffee	farms	for	the	best	coffees	in	the	world.		Their	head	cupper	has	
even	judged	the	2011	UTZ	National	Coffee	Competition	in	Comayagua,	Honduras.

According	to	the	legend,	a	goat	herder	named	Kaldi	found	his	goats	frolicking	and	full	of	ener‐
gy	after	eating	the	red	fruit	of	the	coffee	shrub.	Kaldi	tried	the	fruit	for	himself	and	had	a	simi‐
lar	reaction.		Misty	Valley	is	the	name	of	the	valley	where	the	goats	ϐirst	tried	the	coffee	bean‐
ϐilled	red	fruit.
